TROOP 351 SR PATROL LEADER DUTIES

& EXPECTATIONS

1. Start meetings promptly at 7:05.  Make sure you have discussed the opening and closing with the Patrol leader who’s Patrol is doing these.

2. Announce “Stand at attention for inspection” and don’t give tickets to scouts who don’t stay at attention, are not in proper uniform, or who came in after the meeting started (the tickets are a reward for all three)

3. Be familiar with the meeting agenda and announce the items you’re responsible for (to be coordinated with Scoutmaster)

4. Organize older scouts to assist with troop operations

a. teaching younger scouts

b. coming up with fun ideas for games, songs, skits

c. representing troop at district and council functions (like Scout Show, Scouting for Food, etc)

d. assisting with tasks that need done (like assembling the crossover bridge, repairing equipment, etc)

5. Organize Patrol cooking and Campfire program (songs, skits, games, activities)

b. Walk around to assist the PL’s during each meeting

6. Call a Patrol Leaders’ Council meeting at least once a month

a. develop an agenda to be discussed

b. have each Patrol leader give a report on the activities, problems, etc of his Patrol
